Circle Time
Talk with children about Australia and locate the continent on a world map or globe. Show pictures of
Australia. Australia is the smallest continent in the world, and also the largest island. Australia is the fattest
of the continents. One-third of Australia is desert. The desert land mainly covers the center of the continent
and stretches out toward the western areas. Most Australians refer to the desert region as the "outback". The
outback is land "out in the back" of the mountains and the cities. Australia's mountains run along the east-
ern edge of the continent and extend southward. They divide the rivers that fow east from the rivers that
fow west. The mountains in the southeast are high enough to get seasonal snowfall. The grassland and bush
(countryside) areas run along the coasts. Australia is the world's leading producer and exporter of wool. It
also exports more beef than any other country. Sheep and cattle farms are called stations. Since Australia is
so dry these stations have to be very large so the animals can fnd enough grass to eat. Most of Australia is
hot and dry. Because of its size, it does have different climates. Northern Australia has a tropical climate; it is
always hot and often has lots of rain. Southern Australia has a temperate climate; it is neither too hot nor too
cold. Most of the rain falls along the coast leaving the center of the country very dry. Since Australia is in the
southern hemisphere, its seasons are opposite to ours in the United States. Summer is from December to Feb-

\_ruary; autumn from Mgch to May; winter from June to August; and spring, from September to November.  /

+Before the activity, make and laminate several road signs and "licenses" for each child. Set up the play space
in four areas with roads going around the perimeter and making an intersection in the center of the space.
Each area is set up into a ftness center (mat with hoop and jump rope), park area (jump rope, hula hoop and
scoops), beach (mat with beach towel and beach ball), and drive-thru (set cones in lane). The outside area
consists of a phone booth (old phone for the students to call someone), gas station (laminated gas pump and
two jump ropes hanging to use as hoses), and a spider tunnel (hoop holders allow hoops to form a tunnel
with spiders hanging down for students to drive through). One corner of the play space is entitled the
"Traffc Review Corner." Place one-way signs at end lines to direct traffc around the outer perimeter. Place
stop signs at the intersection.
+Review traffc signs of stop and one-way and what they mean, and remind students to look left and right.
+Each child gets a car (tricycle) from the garage to drive through the play town; he/she stop at any of the
areas in town to do various activities. The teacher is the "Police Offcer" watching for traffc violations. If a child
does not follow the "law" (rules), the teacher marks the violation on her/his license and the student goes to
the "Traffc Review Corner" to review the safety rules. After reading the rules, the student drives to the Police

KOffcer and states the "law" he/she broke. )

Have students scatter out in the activity area. Hand out 2-4 plastic bottles and 2-4 foam balls (only used for
tagging and NOT throwing) to children. Children who have the balls are the boulder holders. The students
holding the plastic bottles (which represent "clubs”) are the Aborigines. All other children run away from

the boulder holders. Call out movements such as walking, jumping, crawling, etc. in subsequent games. If a
boulder holder touches a person (illegal to throw the ball at a person) who is not in possession of a club, that
person is frozen in place until he or she receives a club from a fellow Aborigine. Use a whistle sound to have

Group children into teams of three. Set up the playground so you have one hula hoop (ship) for the three
groups. Spread the hoops around the play space. On the ground in front of each hoop, set up four pins
(plastic water bottles), a scooter (lifeboat) and four Nerf balls (ammunition). Choose a child to ride the lifeboat
(scooter).The person on the scooter is the only person who can retrieve balls from the sea (playground) and
bring them back to their hoop (ship). The children in the hoops may catch thrown balls or reach for them
as long as they keep one foot inside the hoop. The children in the hoops do their best to knock down other
teams’ pins by rolling or throwing the ball.
